Each entrant shall submit: 
• Text of one sermon on a social justice theme. 
• �A cover sheet with name, school, year, degree program, address,  

phone, and email. 
• Finalists will be asked to provide their sermon in video format.

Sermons should be not more than 20 minutes in length and will be judged  
according to their appropriateness to the theme, the quality of biblical exegesis, 
and the ability to present the sermon in an engaging manner.

Deadline for submissions: March 8, 2010
Winner will be announced by May 1, 2010 and will receive a cash award of $1,000.
